THE ROOF PROJECT THE BELL TOWER

This whole newsletter could easily be filled up ten times with information just
about the roof project. The roof has been the biggest and most complicated part of the
restoration project to be sure. If we had any doubts that we were not up to this challenge
they were quickly puttorest.  The
first phase to be completed was the Q‘ ¥
bell tower. The restoration crew re- »
moved the old tiles and prepared the
bell tower for the new roof tile. We .
hired Brian McPartlan Roofing, Inc.
from Santa Fe. Tommy Spottedbird
and Martin Pizarro pitched in to
keep the project on schedule. This &
was not easy, the crew found them- |§
selves battling strong winds and bad &
rain showers, which made it even
more difficult to work 100 feet
above the ground.

Work on putting down the
underlayment, new tiles, gutters and

downspout on the bell tower took eight
and one half working days. The work to
prepare the roof from putting up scaf-
folding, taking off the old tiles, power

washing, replacing damaged wood,

pulling out old nails, not to mention, meetings
with Dale Zinn the architect, the roofers, Carroll §
Vann the copper fabricator, and ordering sup-
plies ended up taking six months.
